[image: image8.wmf]Canadian ALS researchers funded by ALS Canada are currently exploring the following avenues of research.

· Cell mechanisms and pathways – protein changes including the molecules responsible for their synthesis and cell pathways, including stress handling and cell death.
· Genetics – genes and their roles in disease predisposition and development.
· Environmental toxins – potentially harmful factors in the environment that may increase one’s likelihood developing ALS.
· Immunology – harmful inflammatory responses that are believed to contribute to the regeneration and death of motor neurons, and the development of ALS immunization or vaccination.
· Biomarkers – biological indicators to help diagnose or monitor the progression of ALS.
